In 2012, Sabanci University began a joint project with the Anna Lindh Foundation, La Caixa Foundation and the Institut de Barcelona D’Estudies Internacionals on intercultural dialogue on the Euro-Mediterranean. The main objective is to promote public participation and debate on issues related to the coexistence and intercultural dialogue on the Euro-Mediterranean region. 

As part of the chair activities, a workshop is to be organized in September 2014. The workshop will address key issues on the Euro-Mediterranean region, specifically focusing on the challenges of migration, the Arab spring and the transition to democracy in the Mediterranean, energy security, Turkey as a player in the Mediterranean region. 
The workshop seeks to add value to the already rich field of Euro-Mediterranean studies through comparative studies in multiple issue areas, addressing specifically the following questions:  

· Under what conditions does transition to and consolidation of democracy in the Mediterranean region occur? 

· What are the key challenges posed by the Euro-Mediterranean region to the European order? 

· What enables some states in the Mediterranean to change their policy stances in line with the existing international norms, while others remain resilient?

· What possible role would Turkey play in shaping the Euro-Mediterranean region?

In dealing with these questions, the papers are expected to integrate internal and external dynamics shaping the Euro-Mediterranean region. Taken together the papers will provide new insights into the Euro-Mediterranean and its possible challenges to the regional and global balances.   The workshop aims towards a collective publication, either as a special issue or a volume edited by the workshop organizers. The workshop is financially supported by the La Caixa Chair at Sabanci University.
